Know Him More Clearly 
FROM THE DESK OF MISS ANN MADDEN 

      Happy Memorial Day weekend! On Monday we  
remember all military member who fought and gave their 
lives for our freedom. Thank you to all families who lost a 
loved one in service to our country. Memorial day also 
marks the unofficial start to summer. Remember that even 
though summer is a vacation from school, it's not a vacation 
from church. If you are traveling, remember to attend Mass 
on Sunday at a local church. 
     This weekend is the sixth Sunday of Easter. In the  
Gospel, Jesus tells his disciples that He is going away, but 
that they will not be alone. He is going to send them a  
helper. We know He sends the Holy Spirit after he ascends 
to heaven. We will celebrate the feast of the Ascension next 
weekend. This reading is appropriate for this weekend as we 
remember those that have left us on Memorial Day. There 
are many graduations and confirmations which occur at this 
time of year. These are transitions that happen in life which 
are both joyous as well as scary. Graduates face leaving a 
school they have attended and either going to a new school, 
going away to college, or entering the adult world through 
their first job in their chosen career field. Confirmandi are 
entering a new chapter in their faith life. Just like the  
Disciples, we are given the Holy Spirit to help us as a guide 
as we experiences these changes. Take time to talk with 
your children about how the disciples might have felt  
knowing that Jesus was going to leave them and then talk 
about how he loved them so much he sent the Holy Spirit. 
Ask your children to share a time when they were lonely, 
missed someone or felt scared, then explain that Jesus sends 
the Holy Spirit to them as well. It's a good time to pray the 
prayer to the Holy Spirit. Remind children they are never 
alone and that they can call on the Holy Spirit to help them 
throughout their lives.

Diaconate Diaper Drive-A Huge success by all  accounts! 
 

What started out 4 years ago as a diaconate community service project 
has grown to an event that significantly assists and provides direct aid 
to those most in need in our community. I am excited to share with you 
that this year we have collected over 325,000 diapers archdiocesan-
wide! With the average cost of $0.30 cents per diaper, this collection 
represents almost $100,000 that those who are struggling can use on 
food, heat, childcare and getting to work. By this simple project, we 
have had a concrete positive impact on our community and those we 
serve. So successful has this project become that we have been  
contacted by several outside agencies who offered to take the diapers 
that we do not need. 
 

Dear St. Richard Community, the above narrative was sent out to all 
Deacons by the head of our community. As I reported earlier we  
ourselves collected 5500 diapers which were dispersed evenly between 
the Augustine Center in Wellston and Good Shepherd Children and 
Family Services in Pagedale. They have both sent ñthank youò notes 
for your tremendous thoughtfulness towards their organizations. Using 
the cost of $0.30 per diaper, we raised the equivalent of $1650 for a 
great cause.

Once again I thank you for your constant generosity in caring for all of 
Godôs children in need. You all remain in my daily prayers.
